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· All monies raised/donated are sent to Accounts at Be Enriched as soon as possible after they are received.


· All monies raised/donated are recorded by the volunteer before being sent to BE ENRICHED.


· While fundraising, you are representing Be Enriched at all times and events.


· All publicity materials must show the registered charity number – 1170219


· Some public events will require particular licences. See the section on ‘Organising events’ and talk to us for more details.


· Be Enriched can help you publicise the charity and your project by providing:
· Newsletters and leaflets
· Labels for buckets (we don’t use collecting tins, as they often go missing)
· The Be Enriched logo (by email) and headed paper ( hard copies only)


· We can advertise your fundraising events to Be Enriched supporters in your area.

SENDING MONEY TO BE ENRICHED


· Please send money on a regular basis - at least monthly, more often if appropriate. 


· Send raised money directly to us wherever possible, rather than paying it into your own bank account first.


· If people give you a lot of cash you can, if necessary, pay it into your own bank account and give Be Enriched a cheque for the equivalent. 


· If sending a cheque replacing cash that has been Gift Aided, we will require a breakdown of how the money is made up, who it is from etc. and a separate Gift Aid declaration for each person who has given permission for us to claim Gift Aid. Speak to us about help with this

· When sending a cheque replacing cash collected from a sponsored event, the cheque amount needs to tally with the amount collected on the sponsor form. You will not require a Gift Aid certificate for each person who signs the sponsor form - they can tick the appropriate Gift Aid box - but we must be given the required name and address information, written clearly in block capitals.


· If people pay by cheque, please get them to make it out to BE ENRICHED, not to you, and again provide a separate Gift Aid certificate if they have filled one in.


· Write your name on the back of each cheque, in the corner.



A GUIDE TO GIFT AID


Please encourage as many people as possible to Gift Aid their donations.


What is Gift Aid?
When charities receive donations over £1 they can claim 28p extra from the government at no extra cost to the donor, if the donor agrees. This is called Gift Aid.

We can claim Gift Aid:
· If the donor is a UK taxpayer
· If we get a clearly written, signed Gift Aid certificate from the donor which includes:
their name and home address
the charity’s name
details of the donation, saying that it is a Gift Aid donation
confirmation that they have paid UK tax.
(But if the amount they have paid in any tax year is less than the amount Be Enriched is reclaiming on their behalf, the donor will be liable to pay the difference.)

We cannot claim Gift Aid for payments to Be Enriched in return for services or goods. 
For example:
· Purchase of books, jumble sale items, food, Be Enriched merchandise etc. 
· Admission to events 
· Raffle or lottery tickets 

Be Enriched has to be able to show clearly where its donations come from. If a team sends in a single cheque made up of many different fundraising donations collected from around the team, we cannot claim Gift Aid on that one cheque – we need a separate Gift Aid declaration for every individual who donated money towards that overall total and is willing to Gift Aid it.

Also bear in mind that the individual who signs the cheque may not have earned enough tax to cover the Gift Aid claim and would be liable to pay the difference.
 
Declarations linked to sponsored events:
Money raised from a sponsored event can only be Gift Aided if individual sponsors give permission – by signing a Gift Aid form or ticking the appropriate box on the sponsor form. 

Please use the accompanying Be Enriched sponsor form for your events, as it includes all the necessary details for us to claim Gift Aid. If you need to design your own form, please ensure that it includes all the details on the sample form.

When a sponsor form is being passed around a workplace, some donors may be reluctant to give their full home address. The name or number of their home, and their full postcode will be sufficient.

If someone collects money in their own account before sending a cheque to BE ENRICHED, the sum on the cheque must match the amount collected on the sponsorship forms to avoid complications.

Company Donations:
These can not attract Gift Aid in the same way.	


TIPS FOR FUNDRAISING


· Supporter involvement
Get your supporters involved in helping you organise events. The more people involved, the easier it will seem. 


· Be aware of your fundraising target and keep up-to-date with totals
	This will help you plan activities and keep track of what still needs doing, and also	allow you to feel proud of your achievements.


· Give yourself lots of time to prepare
	Select your fundraising programme early. This will give you lots of time to plan. 


· Timing
	Make sure to stagger the various fundraisers to avoid flooding your potential		supporters and to avoid competing with other fundraisers.


· Set up specific dates and stick to them
	If you don’t set clear dates for your fundraising events, your time will disappear	and you may not have enough time to organise them. 


· Stay motivated throughout the programme
	It is easier to stay motivated when working with supporters.


· Watch for hidden costs
	Don’t let your  profits disappear because of hidden costs (buying prizes   	etc.). Try and find sponsors (people or businesses) to donate prizes/venues/money


· Advertise your events as widely as you can
	This will help to publicise Be Enriched and your project as well as raising money by		tapping in to new people.


· Give people something for their money
You’ll make money more easily if you give people a raffle ticket or fun event in		exchange for their money, rather than just asking for donations.


· Use what you have
Use your skills and interests and those your friends and family have, contacts you	have, events and festivals e.g. Christmas to make your fundraising more effective.


· Develop a good relationship with the local press
Tell them about your project and advertise your events through them.

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TRIED AND TESTED FUNDRAISERS


These are just a few examples of activities volunteers or others have organised that were great successes.

· Concert using team member talents
“We were fortunate to have people with musical talents in our team. We ran two good concerts – one at the local school and another with a Male Voice Choir. The key to success was numbers being swelled by all the team finding friends and relations to support the events. The added bonus is that the events were good fun for all concerned!”

· Bad hair/tie day
This is like a dress down day, but can be much funnier. Get all your whole workplace  involved.

· Table-top sale
“We had a very good table-top sale. This succeeded because the organising team member bullied everyone in the village to donate goods then buy something in return! The team all supported the event and somehow the sale lasted about a month!”

· Book and coffee morning
Charge a small entrance fee for coffee and biscuits at your home, or place of work. Ask everyone to bring along quality used books they no longer want, to sell at the event.

· Wall-building
“We built a wall in someone’s garden. This was good because we all gained a few skills and it was a chance to work as a team on a building project. It wouldn’t have worked without having a team member who knew how to build a wall, however.”

· Cabaret show
Got some budding singers, actors or comedians in your office? Make a show of them!

· Logo quiz
“We designed a quiz where people had to identify logos of companies / products / organisations etc. We sold each sheet for £1 (and included information on Be Enriched and the project). We were able to offer a cash prize, which was a good incentive. It wasn’t much work and it didn’t matter how many people actually entered their quiz sheets, because we already had their money!”

· Down Under
Friends and neighbours would love an Aussie-themed party. So stock up on the beer and fire up the Barbie! Ask for a fiver (cover food and the rest is towards your fundraising).

· Salsa night
“I’m involved in a salsa dance group, so we organised a salsa night, where people could both learn salsa and just dance. This meant that we attracted both people who had never danced before and people who were already experienced dancers. It worked because we were using my interest and contacts and also because we were tapping into something we knew was popular.”

· Fruit and Flower stall
How about popping to the shop before lunch to save people at the office time and encourage healthy eating? Charge a slight profit for charity…!

· Film Night
Film fans will discover that hosting a movie night with themed food and guests just adds to the magic… from cous cous and forties glamour for Casablanca, to a Greek-style knees-up for Shirley Valentine.

· Windscreen washing
“The best fundraising effort I have been involved in was washing windscreens at one of the motorway services, but I think we only managed a slot because one of our group knew the manager! It was good fun, raised a lot of awareness and was very lucrative. We offered a free windscreen wash, and if people wanted to they could put a donation in the bucket. Some guys with expensive cars paid us NOT to wash them!

· Unwanted presents 
We all receive those hideous gifts at Christmas, so get together with friends, have a giggle and a sale, or eBay them and donate the money.

· Cake sale
“It may not be original, but baking cakes and selling them after church on Sunday mornings brought in a surprising amount of money. People frequently donated more money than was asked for because they knew where the money was going.”

· Guess the Baby Photo Competition
This is fun: ask your office to bring in photos of themselves when young, or photos of their children, stick them up in the office, enter the competition to guess the baby photos.

· Knitted chicks
“I bought a knitting pattern for little chicks that could be used as egg cosies and made a few to sell at an event near Easter time, complete with crème eggs. They sold so well that I went to a local nursing home and asked if the ladies there would like to make some. Between them, our team and other friends we made and sold 2,000 chicks at £1 each!”  Ask us for instructions for making chicks and Christmas decorations (below).

· Guess How Many
Fill a sweetie jar with lots of sweets, ask people to enter to guess the number of
sweets.

· Christmas decorations and gifts
“We went online and found instructions for several interesting, but easy-to-make Christmas decorations and edible gifts, like truffles, sweets, jams and biscuits. We had great fun making everything and we made £200 selling them at a work Christmas meal.”

· Hoopla
Set you or your colleague a challenge to keep the hoop going for 1 minute (it’s harder than it looks!) or 200 loops.

· E-Bay
“Using e-Bay to sell all our clutter we raised £347 just selling junk.”

· Instead of presents
Celebrate a special occasion such as a birthday or wedding by asking your guests to help you make a gift to a good cause – one that will make a difference to many lives.

· Yoga
Anyone in the office know how to do it? Relax at lunch with a class.

· Charity fair
“We organised a charity fair in the local scout hut. We asked for donations of cakes, books, toys and bric-a-brac via school newsletters; approached local businesses for raffle prizes and bought in Fairtrade chocolate. We distributed flyers and an army of helpers ran the stalls on the day. The whole event was hard work, but very rewarding and it raised significant funds. The ‘icing on the cake’ was that RBS Insurance matched the total we raised in support of the involvement of two of their members of staff.” 

· Jelly Wellies
Organise the squelchiest race ever – great whatever age you are.

· Marathons are not just about running.
We salute those who run Marathons – dedicated, fit and an inspiration, but you can all think of a Marathon you could do – Marathon on a treadmill; Marathon on a bike; Marathon table tennis match - you think of it, someone will sponsor you to do it. Do it in shifts.

· Nailbiter or chocoholic?  
 Whatever your naughty habit, give it up with a little sponsored help from your friends.

· Wine to Whisky
What’s that strange purple cocktail at the back of the drinks cupboard (check it’s not methylated spirits!)? Collect all your unopened bottles – the ones you don’t even intend to open – ask your friends to do the same and run a tombola – throw in other items, dinner and music it’s a great night out.

· Pound Tower Competition
Get in teams or just have a pound tower in the office – get into competition with other offices to see how high theirs was before it toppled.

· Wishing Well
Create your own in the office. People love to throw coins into water.

· Keepy Uppy
If you’ve got a budding Beckham in the family, sponsor them to keep the ball in the air for as long as possible.

· Local Treasure Hunt
Your area is full of fascinating stories, so dig some up and turn them into clues,
then charge friends, neighbours and anyone else interested to enter a Treasure Hunt – one winner scoops the treasure, but all enjoy!

· Tuck Shop
The less healthy alternative to the fruit stall. Pop down to the shops and bring back some sweets. Anyone can buy them, for a tiny added price (for charity).

· Art Exhibition
“For our very successful art exhibition, we made up a project committee of eight people with set tasks. Professional artists priced up all the art and we contacted professional and semi-professional artists who donated free art work or some on a split fee basis. The other volunteers on the project also donated pieces of art. We had invitations made up and sent to everyone we could think of. 250 people attended and paid £2 each on the door, which included a glass of wine (with donations taken for further drinks - no drinks licence needed). We had set prices for the work from 7.30 to 10pm and then auctioned the rest. We raised £3,000 in 3 ½ hours!”

· Shopaholics 
Go on a sale challenge to find the best bargains and donate a third of the money saved.

· Office Olympics
Try your hand at speed typing, synchronised chair swivelling or fast letter franking. There are many events you can compete in to become an Office Olympics champion.

· Sweeties tube
Give your friends, family and colleagues a tube of sweeties and (once they've eaten them), ask them over a period of weeks to fill the empty tube with £1 coins and give it back to you.

· Office lottery
You need up to 49 people to play, with each person paying one pound for a lottery number (1-49).  If their number gets picked out of the hat, that person wins half the money and you get the other half (towards your fundraising!).  Make this a weekly occurrence and watch the funds build up.

· Trade Up
In America in 2005, Kyle Macdonald started with one red paperclip and traded it for a pen; twelve trades later he had a house. Start with a safety pin and you might end up with something valuable that you can auction.

· Caption Competition
Choose photos from a funny holiday or office party and hold a caption competition. Entrants pay per caption and the winner receives the framed photo to display on their desk or noticeboard. If it’s an embarrassing photo, people might pay you not to display it.

· Through The Keyhole
Who would live in a house like this? Does your home reflect your personality? Find out in our ‘Through the keyhole’ challenge. Take a photo of your home and get colleagues to snap their abodes too. Then guess who lives where.

· Hang Up The Phone
Raise money whilst improving your communication skills. Ditch your phone for a day, or better still a week, and find other ways to make contact. Write a letter to your mum, meet up with your friends and chat face to face. 

· As Seen On TV
Big Brother, Dragons’ Den, Ready Steady Cook, The X Factor, Family Fortunes, Blue Peter, Basil Brush, Swap Shop or maybe just your local news or magazine programme. Get people to sponsor you to appear on TV.

· Come Dine With Me
Create your own version of the popular TV show. You and a few friends all host a dinner party. At the end of each evening you all rate the food and the host’s performance. Make a donation to take part and make sure the winner receives a prize for being the ‘hostess with the mostess’.

· Do The iPod Shuffle
Organise a party and get people to pay for the privilege of playing tunes from their iPod. You could even combine this fundraising idea with another one, such as a ball or dance marathon.

· Go The Distance
Get a school or club to cover a distance using pound coins. It could be a mile or it could be the length of a school hall or playing field. Whatever the distance covered, big money will be raised. 

· Shiny Happy People
Have you noticed how many people wear less than shiny shoes? Offer your colleagues a quick shoeshine in your work’s reception. During the summer sandal-wearing months you may have to change the offer to a quick pedicure or foot massage.

· Make a Snake
Organise a money snake! Mark out a long wiggly line 30 metres long, and get people to donate their 2p pieces (or any other coins) to complete the money snake. When it is finished, you will have £25.

· Make something funny
Own a camcorder? If so, make your own mini-film & charge people to watch.

· Play something funny
Invite your friends round and get out all your old board games, or how about a few hands of your favourite card games?

· Watch something funny
Invite your mates round and watch some classic comedy films. Charge for the comfiest seats and sell refreshments. You could combine it with other games, or a dressing up theme to get people in the mood.

· X Marks the Spot
Draw up a pirate’s map and ask people to pay 50p to guess where the gold is hidden. Treasure ahoy!

· Job Swap
Sponsor your manager to work in reception. Or how about auctioning off the boss’s job for a day? People are sure to pay good money to enjoy the perks that come with being numero uno in the workplace.

· Supersize My Snack
Make your own giant chocolate bar or packet of crisps. Or how about the world’s biggest boiled sweet? Sell to the highest bidder.

· Glamorous Gran
Go in search of your area's most glamorous gran. Charge contestants to enter, and ask local hair and beauty salons to donate prizes. Invite the local press.

· Battle of The Bands
A contest for unsigned bands, where the audience votes on the winner. Charge bands to enter, offer cash prizes and invite record producers. Sell tickets and set up a paying bar.

· Duck Race
Sell numbered plastic ducks and launch them from a bridge. The duck to finish first wins.

· Chariot Race
Teams race decorated 'chariots' - anything from a horse and cart to a sedan chair.

· Balloon Race
Sell balloons that are filled with helium; the purchasers' name and address are written on a tag fixed to the balloon. The balloon that travels the furthest wins a prize.

· Get involved in a community/school fête
Often they welcome charity stalls. It will be your chance to do that coconut shy, crockery smash or welly throwing, sell raffle tickets for a hamper and do traditional games, e.g. place empty egg shells in a tray of sand, the person who pulls out the whole boiled egg (20p a go) wins a small prize like a lolly. It also works well with lolly sticks, where the ones with coloured ends are the winners.

· Wacky Races
Ducks – real or plastic
Snails – don’t make the course too long
Sheep – ewe better keep an eye on them
Toy cars – feel the need for speed on the Scalextric track
Babies – be warned, losers do throw their toys out of their pram

· Mobile phone recycling
“We used www.mopay.co.uk to recycle old mobile phones. This company holds a database of phone types that you search through to find the value of your phone. You post the phone off and they send you out a cheque.”


VENUES, EVENTS And ideas

· Card-making lessons

· 2k, 5k,10k runs, Pretty Muddy and Ultra Marathon

· Greeting cards, wrap and accessories

· Sponsored dances



You will find that friends, colleagues and the general public are really willing to support you if you’re raising funds for a great cause, so don’t hold back, get out there and know that you are making a real difference in the lives of so many.




ORGANISING A MAJOR EVENT


Easy steps to a fantastic event:

· Decide what kind of event you want to hold – what are your interests, who are your contacts?

· Look into performers, celebrities etc. you might want, and try to negotiate their attendance for free or at a reduced rate.

· Think about what kind of food you could produce/get hold of cheaply and in the required quantities.

· Decide (in accordance with people involved, other events etc.) when you are going to hold your event.

· Find a venue that meets your requirements – stage, kitchen, tables and chairs, alcohol licence, date.

· Go and see the venue. Try to negotiate having it for free or at a reduced rate. Book it quickly.

· Get other people involved – a compere / co-ordinator, people to collect money on the door, security, someone to organise the PA system.

· Decide how much you need to charge for your event to make a profit. Make sure your ticket price is comparable with similar events in the area. Consider offering a discount for tickets bought in advance so you have an idea of numbers before the day.

· Confirm entertainers etc.

· PUBLICISE anywhere and everywhere you can! Inform the local press; produce posters (make sure they carry the charity reg. number) and put them up wherever you can; use word of mouth. Make sure the whole team gets involved.

· Sell tickets through the venue and ticket shops if possible, as well as through team members and friends.

· Make sure you include a raffle as part of the event, as it generates a lot of extra money. Buy a book of raffle tickets and ask local shops, businesses and organisations to donate prizes.

· Visit the venue a week before the event and make sure staff members are clued up.

·  Make sure everyone involved knows what they’re doing and what time they need to arrive on the day. Do you need to set up tables? Decorate? Greet performers?

· Make a list of what you need to bring on the day so you don’t forget something in the last minute rush. It’s useful to have a pen and paper, a lockable cash box, and a display about Be Enriched and the project. Don’t forget your raffle tickets and prizes!

· After the event, count the money up and send it to BE ENRICHED! NB – you can’t Gift Aid money paid for entrance tickets and/or raffle tickets.

FUNDRAISING ONLINE


· You will find that some people prefer to donate online, and it can be a good way to collect money from people who don’t live near you.

· Be Enriched is registered with Just Giving, Global giving and BtMydonate.

· Gift Aid is automatically calculated when someone donates.




RAISING MONEY THROUGH COMPANIES/ORGANISATIONS


Consider what opportunities you have for raising money through companies, organisations and individuals. Many companies need to support charitable activities under the banner of Corporate Social Responsibility and will be happy to help.

· Tap into places you know e.g. your old school, your workplace 

· Find out which companies are involved in Corporate Social Responsibility activities

· Ask for donations in kind e.g. raffle prizes, use of a venue, services for an auction of promises as well as money

· Don’t be afraid to aim high and ask for big sums of money

· Make sure you know the answers to their questions – what does Be Enriched do/stand for and what is your project all about? 

· Call first and arrange to go round to meet a named person or ask for the name of someone you can write to

· Offer them something in return e.g. an assembly, a slide show/presentation, an opportunity to get involved in a Corporate Social Responsibility activity

· Ask your local shop / church etc. to put a donation box on their counter



WRITING APPEAL LETTERS


Always use cream coloured paper when writing appeal letters. This will make the letter stand out amongst other pieces of paper on someone’s desk.

Try the following checklist to improve the readability of what you are sending out:

· Read aloud anything you write. If it does not flow naturally, change it.

· Use words that are familiar to your reader. Avoid long words where short ones are fine.

· Bring passion into the text and make the whole style friendly and open.

· Try to replace long phrases with shorter ones eg. ‘many’ replacing ‘a large number’.

· Vary sentence length, but keep them short and try to avoid going over more than 2 lines. Make consecutive paragraphs differing lengths, but try not to go over 7 lines.

· Use the value of the PS – it is one of the most widely read parts of an appeal letter. People are nosy and want to see who a letter is from and the PS sits nicely beneath this.  Use your PS well to reinforce the desire to give.
